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Installing Gates to your wall

Step 1 - Setting your post positions to suit your gate width

If your gate for example is 900mm wide you should leave a minimum gap of 25mm more than the
gate width to allow for the hinges and latch. This is not a definitive measurement but only a guide
based upon known required gaps for the hinges & Latch we recommend as stated below.

HINGES-We use and recommend the hinges named 6TrueC
code: TCA1RP which are available through Modular Wallsorf r om Bunni ngds and mo.
Hardware stores. This hinges are made from very durable polymer plastic.

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Step 2 - Fixing hinges to a Modular Wall Post

Determine the position of your hinges on your Post and Mark the holes.

Tek screws directly into the post can be used on lighter gates (around 25k g 6 s) but gr eat
must be taken as to not over tighten them and strip the thread.
Galvanized steel rivets can also be used.

For heavier gates or where a stronger fixing method is required a piece of hardwood timber or
steel box SHS (or similar) can be inserted inside the post before the post is installed. This way
the steel of the post is being used as a clamp not a carrier.

Fix the SHS into position before the post is installed by liquid nailing it in position against the side
of the post where the hinges are to be fixed.

If this was not done during post installation a second person will be required to hold the SHS in
position whilst one is screwing. This can be difficult with the bottom hinge, especially on longer
posts.
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Step 31 Positioning your Gate
Make sure your hinges are firstly secured to your Post.

Place your gate between the posts amsk packing shims to obtain the correct/desired height . fdke
care to make sure the gaps on either side of the gate are correct. When you are happy your gate is in the
correct position secure your gate to the hinges with one tek screw in the top and bottom hinge only.

Carefully remove the packing shims arteéck the operation of the Gate. If you are satisfied it is correct re
install the packing shims and fix the remaining screws to the gate.
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Step 41 Latches

LATCHES-We wuse and recommend a | atbhteamed|l 6gbkk&AP

allowing keyed locking and unlocking from both sides of the gate.
