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Slat Installation Guide T CHANNEL MOUNTING

This method is normally used where a custom gap/space between your slats is desired or between
support columns other than that of MWS. ie brickwork

Step 1 (Installing the channels onto the surface i in this case itis an MWS standard end post infill)

Insert your end post infill into the post.
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Step 21 Install your mounting channels

Over a 600mm length it is recommended that approx 4 fixings be used. These can be screws, rivets or any
appropriate anchor for the substrate behind the channel.

Install both mounting channels at this stage.

Step 41 Slat spacing

Determine the gap between your slats and cut an appropriate spacer to this thickness.

*NOTEigaps al ways oO6growbd so if you adpmderpackerclosertotOh®5mmy ou n e
would probably be more suitable. This is just something to be aware and cautious of.
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Step 5 - cutting your slats to the correct length

Measure from inside of one channel to the inside of the next. Remember you need to provide clearance for the slat to
travel past the heads of the channel mounting screws. Allow approx 10mm clearance more than the tight
measurement between back of the 2 channels. There is NO advantage of being super tight, you will only cause
yourself difficulties during installation.

Cut one slat first and try it before cutting them all, it should be a nice a free fit and not collide with the screws
inside the channels.

Step 61 Installing your slats

With your spacer on the bottom install the first slat. Secure the slat to the channel using a single screw or rivet
through the channel and into the slat on the rear side of the wall.

Secure one slat at a time and keep moving your spacer up as you go.
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Step 41 Vertical Brace (optional)

To stabilize the slats in the middle over longer spans you
can install a vertical brace (as per the picture)

Measure the height of the slats and minus 10mm. This is
the length you will cut your vertical brace at ie if you
measure 590mm from the bottom of the slats to the top
you will cut your vertical brace at 580mm.

Fit the plastic end caps to your vertical brace
